Stand by for the world cup  

When the half time whistle goes on Thursday 15th and Tuesday 20th of this month, we don’t know what the score will be, but we can predict that kettles will be overfilled, fridge doors will be left open and after the match TVs will be left on stand-by.  

While this might not seem as important as the final score, the average household has up to twelve appliances on stand-by at any one time, and when the red light is on energy is still being used.  Householders could save up to £84 each year by turning these appliances off.  If you put just the amount of water you need in the kettle, remembering to cover the element of course, you’ll get back to the football sooner, and save money on your fuel bills.

Nearly 500 Cornish householders are already saving around £60 per year following their pledges to cut energy use in the home as part of a regional campaign, The Little Pledge.  

Julia Tibbett, Manager of the Cornwall Energy Efficiency Advice Centre who is co-ordinating the campaign says, “It may sound small but turning your TV off stand-by does make a difference, if everyone in the UK did it, we could close down a power station.”
