Cornwall stepping up to the carbon challenge
Twelve Children from across the county have won prizes for taking part in Cornwall’s Climate Change Challenge.  
Children were encouraged to take part in a carbon quiz at the recent Royal Cornwall Show to highlight issues about climate change and what they can do to help. The stand also gave children the opportunity to build their very own solar powered boats and information on renewable energy and energy efficiency for the adults.
The Stand was organised by the Cornwall Sustainable Energy Partnership (CSEP), a consortium of 72 organisations from the public, private and health sectors that are committed to achieving a sustainable energy future for Cornwall and Community Energy Plus (CEP).  Community Energy Plus is a local energy charity dedicated to fighting fuel poverty and climate change by encouraging the reduction of energy use and promoting sustainable energy practices.  

Press and Publicity Officer for CSEP and CEP Jasmine Reilly said, “Our stand at the Royal Cornwall Show was a complete success.  It was a fantastic opportunity to promote climate change awareness.  The children and the show were incredibly keen to take part in the activities we provided.

Staff members had been wearing the inflatable shoes at the show to exaggerate the carbon footprints that people leave on the planet as a direct result of their lifestyles.  The kids thought they were brilliant and were more than happy to answer a few multiple choice questions on contributing factors to climate change to win a pair and learn something at the same time.”
Another prize winner from the show was Mrs Smale of St. Austell who won a solar powered radio.
