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Councillors visit bio-diesel test site

Councillors from across the county will visit a bio-diesel production test site on
Monday 15" January at 10:00am to raise awareness of the economic and
environmental potential of the fuel alternative.

Councillors including the Leader of Restormel Borough council, Cllr Tim Jones
and the Deputy Leader and Executive Member for the Environment and
Heritage for Cornwall County Council are among 13 councillors from across
the county that make up the Cornwall Sustainable Energy Partnership’s
(CSEP) Local Authorities Members’ Forum.

"There are lots of good things happening in the county about reducing
Carbon emissions and finding alternatives for our dependency on oil,”
said ClIr Tim Jones. “The research into the use of bio-diesel is just one of
them, and the CSEP Local Authority Members’ Forum is looking forward
to their visit to Holman® Testing facility. The forum was established to
encourage the use of renewable energy across the county and to ensure
that our local authorities are doing their part in introducing their use
where it is practical. Several authorities now use bio-diesel in their own
fleets and the wider public sector now needs to be encouraged to in
consider the advantages.”

Environment and Heritage and Deputy Leader Adam Paynter CC said,
“Cornwall County Council and most of our district authorities are
already using a minimum of 5% bio-diesel in their fleet. Cornwall County
Council is committed to long term use. We want to encourage
manufacturers to increase the percentage mixture allowance in the
warrantees of their vehicles so not to invalidate them if consumers want
to use a higher blend of bio-diesel and therefore encourage more
organisations and the public to use it.”

The councillors will visit Holman’s Test Mine in Troon to view bio-fuel research
projects being undertaken by the University of Exeter, a member of CSEP.
They will see working prototypes of a bio-diesel production plant and a jet
turbine that runs on bio-diesel.
