Warm homes for Bodmin residents

Cornish charity Community Energy Plus will launch the second phase of its free Home Health Plus home insulation scheme in Bodmin on Saturday 21st January from 10am-1pm at The Public Rooms, Mount Folly Square.

Residents can sign up to receive free energy efficient measures which include free cavity wall insulation, free loft insulation and a free hot water tank jacket on condition of the up-take of one of the insulation measures.

Home Health Plus is the only 100% free insulation project in Cornwall.  The measures are available to all privately owned or rented homes regardless of personal income, on a first come first served basis.

As well as cutting down on carbon emissions, these measures may reduce fuel bills by up to 70%, as well as reducing condensation, a major contributory factor to poor health in Cornwall.

Community Team Manager of CEP Alec Rice said, “Funds are limited and Home Health is being offered on a first come first served basis, so people should sign up as soon as possible.  The launch day is an excellent opportunity to find out more abut the project and sign up at the same time.  Remember this is the only 100% energy efficient project regardless of income!”
The launch day will give people the opportunity to sign up for the project and learn more about energy efficiency and renewable energy, including grants for solar, wind and hydro powered home technology.  Information on North Cornwall District Council’s loan scheme for heating, home repairs and renovations will also be available. 

Mrs Howes said “It’s fantastic we could never have afforded to have loft and cavity wall insulation any other way and together with North Cornwall District Council’s Loan Scheme for heating we now have constant heat and hot water. I have been amazed at the reduction in our fuel bills. Thank you so much”.
